A disappointed man <writes sorrowfully of
THE ILFORD RELAY RACE.

April Ist is a bad day. 1t was for me. I was “taken-in” first
thing in the morning, and again during the afternoon !

W. W. Mitchell took the next stage and lost a place gained by
Ring. We were now 6th. Jack Flower went away and we were
hoping to be landed in the first three positions, but alas—no.
Jack put our fastest time so far, but on his change-over we were
still 2 min. 21 sec. behind the leaders and 5th in the race.

We began to wonder who was going to turn the tide for us.

Al Miller proceeded to go and have a look at
the country, thoroughly enjoyed himself, and strolled back in
20 min. 51 sec. I began to look for a hiding place and see if
1 had enough money to pay out all my lost wagers. Syd War-
boys sct off exactly a mile behind the leading man (of Wycombe
Pheenix Harriers).  He ran well and put up our fastest time so
far. While he .was on his journey a murmur broke out from
the crowd. They surged this way and that; the situation was
getting alarming.  There were murmurs in the air, “There he
15,7 “Look, the International,” “Isn’t he sweet,” “1 think its a
shame to run such a baby,” “Won't he be a grand runner when
he grows up.”

Mounted police ushered the crowd back, and with the aid of
strong opera glasses we beheld the season’s choicest product—
“Our Bert.” He scratched his toes with impatience, looked as
happy as usual, and had a nice deficit of five minutes to chase.
Svd arrived back after a great effort and off went the “Flying
Midget.”” We laid odds on record, got a fresh piece of chalk
for the boar d; extra police were called to save our hero ifrom
being mobbed. The race was over, and we watched the clocks.
They ticked past the nccessary record and soon Bert came in.
He clocked 19 min. 19 sec., an utter crawl, and so this vear’s
race was lost.  We finished Sth—five and a half minutes behind
the winners.

To sum up. All credit to the teams which defeated us, and
credit to all our own chaps.  This race is a sporting event, but
not likely to arouse very great competition. Compared to the
Brighton Relay it is of no consequence.

"THE BRIGHTON RELAY.

LEventually he brought us up to 10th
position and his time was the 8th fastest compared with others
over the same stage.

can doubt.
Tairp Stace.—H. W. Smierps, 8th; 1ar. 10 min. 11 sEC.

Harry Shields had been delegated to run the third stage for us,
and although he had shown up well in other races, this was per-
haps the most important test of all for him. Rather naturally,
he was a little nervous before starting, and could be observed
hiding behind a tree before Carter came along. From Harry's
first tfew strides, however, it was obvious that he would acquit
himself well.  And so it was. He succeeded in gaining another
two places and, what is perhaps even more important, put us on
the heels of the Royal Navy, Slough A.C. and South London H.

Shields was given a wonderful welcome as he clambered on to
the ‘bus, and the youngest member of our team had certainly
plaved a valiant part.  His time (30 min. 15 sec.) was fifth fastest
on the stage.

FourtH Stace.—A. ArLrum, 4th; 1 hr. 49 min. 53 sec.

We now loosed the first of our Internationals and knew that
we were booked for the first four positions.  This was soon con-
firmed and Arthur, running in his very best form, was in a class
by himself. On a day opposed to record-breaking, as was proved
by the general running throughout the day, Altum did splendidly
m getting within 38 sec. of Platt’s record for this stage.  Arthur’s
time was 29 min. 42 sec., and the next best on the stage was re-
corded by the Birchfield runner, which was 30 min. 8 sec. Fur-,
ther tribute to Allum’s running is unnecessary !

Frere Stace-—A. W. Penny, 3rd; 2 hr. 22 min. 34 sec.

Arthur Penny was our representative on the fifth stage, which
inciudes the ascent of Redhill and terminates at “The Chequers,”
Horlev. On this section of the course most clubs run their
strongest man, but Arthur was not worried about this, and we
- knew whatever the opposition we had nothing to fear. Arthur
passed the Hallamshire man and left him well in the rear, and the
third position we now occupied was destined to be ours to the
end. Penny’s time was third fastest.

Stxrn Stace-—W. AL Ricr, 3rd; 2 hr. 50 min. 23 sec.

Bill Rice now carried on with the good work and by the time
he had reached Crawlev we were two minutes ahead of the fourth
team, and although our prospects of gaining any further places
were very remote, so also was the chance of dropping back.

We were now slightly over two minutes hehind Birchfield, the
second club, and the race as far as the first three clubs were con-
cerned, was settled.  Svd carried on at an even pace without
ever distressing himself.  Had there been any opposition on this
last stage Syd might well have shown us a very fast time, but as
it was he was content to show us how much he had up his sleeve
by a last hundred vards burst.

As Fred Rick-
ards had accomplished very fine performances in last vear's 20
miles RAW.A. Championship and in the Southend and Brighton
races, he was expected, if thoroughly fit, to extend our Olvmpic
champion.

The day was a fine one, and at the start Fred Rickards, Tommy
Green and Bert ‘Field set up a brisk start. Saunders, who is.
usuallv a slow starter bui a most strong and resolute fimisher,
surprised in this race by being right up with the leaders for
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several miles.  Holman also showed up prominently for a few
miles, but found the pace too much for him and retired early.

For about seven miles Green and Fred Rickards were together,
but the latter, experiencing a bad time, was dropped by Tommy
who soon opened up a big gap. Shortly afterwards Saunders
passed Field and Rickards, but although the latter came again
after a while he was unable to make a race of it with Tommy and
retired, obviously short of training, at about 14 miles.

Meanwhile Bidgood and Bentley were walking together and
overhauling Field, Saunders had retired at shortly over half the
distance and Bidgood caught Field at about 13 miles. He has
given promise for some vears past, but had never previously
shewn form such as he revealed in the latter portion of this
race. Almost holding Tommy after the 14th mile he eventually
finished 2nd, only 7 minutes behind him, thus winning the handi-
cap. Bert Field, 44 minutes later, was third. Bentley did not
reproduce the form that brought him such distinction in last
Year's R-W.A. Championship and the Brighton and Southend
races, but he is coming on well and will be in fine fettle shortly.
He should certainly go a long way.

In his first 20 miles race Alf Harley shewed that he will develop
into a frst-class staver in a couple of vears. Charlie Speechley
improved upon his best previous time and Snell, walking evenly
throughout, gained 2nd place in the handicap. L. Jones has
taken part in enly a few races and these were all at shorter dis-
tances, but for 14—15 miles he was in front of Harley and was
walking beautifully. The last lap found him dropping back
right out of the handicap, but considering his inexperience he
stands out as a most promising member for next vear’s junior and
senior teams.

THE RW.A. NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP.

This vear’s Senior 20 Miles test was held over a three-lap
course starting froim Crystal Palace Parade and extending into
the Dulwich and Herne Hill areas. The date chosen was May
13th; and the course proved to be of a sporting nature on good
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surface reads, with a very decided climb up to the Crystal
Palace heights on three occasions.

Our team on paper promised a good performance; and in that
we only found one team better on the day, we can feel satisfied.
In addition to taking the second team medals, we had the plea-
sure of winning for the first time ““The Nijmegen Shield,” which
is awarded the first' club to finish its complete team of cight
men.

- Irom the start our men were prominent and, mn fact, until
past half-way had a lead on team scores. Tommy Green led
the field along at a merry pace, reaching the 5 miles mark in
40 min. 27 sec. He had opened up a gap at 10 miles (82 min.
28 sec.}, increased it still further at 15 miles ( 2 hr. 3 min. 38
sec.), but between 1819 miles was caught by A. H. G. Pope,
who walked with that pluck and determination most of us know
so well, and finished just over a minute in front of our cham-
pion.  Qur congratulations go to a worthy winner, and our
sympathy 1s with Tommy for once again the Championship has
cluded him. Il¢ had had a stern struggle with Schwab in
Berlin the previous Sunday, which may have had an effect
upon his walking, but it remains a strange fact that Green, who
has achieved so many successes at varying distances, is still
unable to win the 20 miles Championship. However, it may
come next year; and if it does we may be sure there is not an
athlete Tiving who would begrudge Tommy this added honcur.
Of course, he again holds the “Sydney Bayhss” Cup for the
first Belgrave Harrier to finish in this race.

Meanwhile Fred Rickards had shown up well for some miles,
but round about ten miles it was obvious that his recent illness
had sapped some of his vitality. Gradually he dropped back,
but still did time which many walkers envy. Next year we ox-
pect Fred to be in his old form which has given him fourth
place in the Championship on several occasions. Despite the
somewhat libellous press notices which frequently describe
Fred as “the Veteran Police Walker,” he remains a young man
with many years of first-class walking within him.

Jack Bidgood and Fred Bentley, two Police athletes who have
already served our teams well in the past, did splendidly in
finishing 15th and 10th respectively and hoth fimshed inside
three hours.

Our fourth man, A. H. Field, again demonstrated how muchk
he has improved durmg the course of the season, and the effort
which placed him 20th at the finish is deserving of the highest
praise. His feat of being in a “Junior” winning team and a
“Senior placed team in the space of three months is a remark-
able one.
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[Fifth for us came Ted Saunders in-the 29th position.  As
usual, he started very slowly, and at 10 miles was still back in
the fifties or sixties. He came through the field in the second
haif of the race at a very fast rate, and gained Hfrst-class
standard for the first time.

Harley essaved his first attempt in the “Senior,” and although
a minute odd outside first-class standard, performed yuite credit-
ably in filling 40th position. The experience gained should enable
him to be nearer the front next year.

sSpeechley was our eighth man to finish, 55th, doing his hest
20 miles vet, and his position gave us the “Nijmegen Shield.”

Of our others to compete, Suell was unlucky to bhe a few
seconds outside second-class standard, and Chandler shou d have
vained valuable experience.

We offer our hearticst congratulations to Surrey Walking Club
upon regaining the Lhdmplonbmp for the South, and can assure
them  (although 1 very much doubt if they require any such
assurance) that we shall do our utmost to relieve them of the
responsibility of keeping the Shield after next May.

As regards our own team, there can be nothing but praise.  If
Fred Rickards had been his usual self we should have won, but
this was, perhaps, too much to expect after his serious threat
trouble and consequent lowering of vitality and loss of stamina.

Qur prospects for the future seem even brighter than in past
vears. In Green and Rickards we have two men who can give
us a start in team scoring not to be approached by any two men
from any other club. In Bentley, Bidgood, Field and Saunders
we have the younger element, showing infinite promisc and visions
of championships to come. It must be remembered that our
score of 47 points in this year’s race, giving us second place, is
better than the 51 pomts ‘which won our last championship at
Hayes.  This vear’s race has shown that there is no lack of
material in our rankb, and that with all-round ftness and with
the experience gained this year, we may confidently expect the
Championship Shield to repose in the “Rising Sun” next summer.

MATCH v. LONDON ATHLETIC CLUB.

Our first track meeting was held in glorious weather at Batter-
sea Park Track on Saturday, May 6th. Our match opponcnts
were the London Athletic Club, by now quite old friends and
rivals of ours, and the result of the match was singularly enough
a tie, a happening which has occurred in the last three matches
with Battersea Park. We made a fine start by securing first and
third in the 100 yards match. Unfortunately L. Morgan, cur
Police crack sprinter, broke down just as he reached the tape
and so was unable to assist us further that afternoon. Five points
each was the outcome of 440 yards, Tosh and Michael running
well behind a much fitter man in J. Simpson, also a Metrapolitan
Police runner.

Equal points were also secured in the 1 Mile and 2 Miles races,
and we forged ahead by obtaining first and third places in the
830 vards and 220 vards. Tommy Scrimshaw absclufelv de-
moralized the opposition m the 880 yards and we trust he will
keep up this form until fuly 7th and 8th. To improve upon his
time would make him surely a A A A. Champion, but July 1s a
long way off and keeping one's form, let alone improving on i,
is no easy task.

Thus on the track events we held a lead of 6 peints, but lo!
and behold ! these were wiped out by the results of the two field
events which were held in conjunction with the match. The
L.A.C’s long jumpers both did excellently and although Clemens
made the creditable jump of 21{t. 2}in. he could only obtain third
place. S. Wilson, the Midland Champion and Birchfield Harrier,
turned out against us in the Javelin Throw and threw 178ft. 8in,,
which proved too long for George Powell with 163ft. 7in. In
the past we have generally derived a few points advantage from
the field events, so that to lose six points at this stage was rather
a shock.

So the match ended in a tie, 40 points each, and I think every-
one was satished with what was a maost sporting and interesting
contest. . :

As regards the Club Handicaps held on this day, two of the
winners were men who were on the programme with no marks
beside their names. This means, of course, that they were laie
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entries which had to be sent direct to the Printer.  To have these
men handicapped on the ground is neither fair to the Handicap-
per or to the other competitors, who may in future races decide
to follow their example of entering at the last minute. Members
should remember that entries close 7 days before a meeting,
and be sure to let the Hon. Sec. have your entries early, as this
rule mav be strictly enforced in the future. To revert to the
results, B. L. Bone ran very well to win the 100 yards and should
be heard of again this season. F. Stroud, who was second in
this race, proved how fit he is by running away with the 220
vards match event, and must now be considered one of our lead-
ing sprinters. V. O. Edwards, our under 15 champion, secured
third place in the 100 vards handicap. R. Littler won the 880
vards, gefting the better of C. E. Crome and W. A. Carnie in a
close finish.

The 200 yards was won by young Jack Crilly, a son of the
S.L.H. popular masseur, and he is another of our most promising
juniors. V. W. F. Law and H. E. Peck were second and third,
and it 1s a long time since the latter has troubled the judges. A
good field turned out for the 1 Mile Handicap and C. E. Brock-
well proved a plucky winner with A. H. Doerr second and S. T.
Ring, formerly a walking member, third.

The TLong Jump handicap resulted in a win for M. Henchoz,
a new member, and B. W. Fleming and C. f. Kelly filled the minor
placings.

In the 2 Miles Walk, Don Brown displayed exceptional form
and walking vards faster than the scratch man, Len Fletcher,
proved an easy winner. I, A. Jackman walked doggedly all
the way to fill second place, while Reg Elson also put up a good
performance in securing third place just in front of H. S. Latter.

The time returned for the 1 Mile Novices, namely 4 min. 52
sec., seemed faster than the actual running warranted, but the
winner, a Guardsman from Wellington Barracks, ran with good
judgment and his finishing effort was well timed.
